Dr. Bonnie L. Dunbar is the President and CEO of the Museum of Flight, one of the largest air and space museums in the world.  A native of the small, south-central Washington rural community of Outlook, Dunbar earned bachelor's and master's degrees in ceramic engineering from the University of Washington and a doctorate in mechanical/biomedical engineering from the University of Houston. She held research and engineering positions with the Boeing Co., Harwell Laboratories and Rockwell International until 1978, when she joined NASA as a flight controller. Two years later she was selected as a NASA mission specialist astronaut. A veteran of five space flights, Dr. Dunbar has logged more than 1,208 hours (50 days) in space.  Dr. Dunbar resigned from NASA in September 2005 to serve as President and CEO of the Seattle Museum of Flight in Seattle, Washington.
